Whereas, he immediately ran toward the building and saw a small fire burning on the side of the house;

Whereas, Bernard emptied a canvas book bag he was carrying and used it to smother the fire; and 

Whereas, Bernard was eventually able to alert the occupants by knocking on the doors of the building and 
kept the fire smothered down until the fire department arrived; and 

Whereas, without his immediate actions the fire would have quickly extended through the wall and into the 
structure, a three-story duplex apartment; and
